Application Guidelines and Eligibility Criteria

The Anchor Project provides practical support to children and young people who have experienced domestic abuse. By providing grants of up to £2,000 these packages of support will help children in affected families to recover from the trauma and upheaval they have experienced and can be tailored to meet the physical, emotional and developmental needs of the child or young person. 

Who we can help

Children aged 18 or under living with parent(s) or carer(s) and young people aged 20 and under who:

· Have recently experienced domestic abuse and are in the rehousing or post-housing stages

· Are living within a Greater London borough

· Are in financial hardship

· Are receiving on-going, regular support from a professional organisation

· Are normally resident in the UK with the intention to remain in the country long term

Applicants must have already exhausted all other sources of public funds for which they are eligible, including their Local Authority’s Welfare Provision Scheme.

Who we cannot help

· Adults over 20 without children

· Where the parent/guardian is not the main carer for the child

· Children who are Looked After by the Local Authority or where there is any other clear statutory responsibility for meeting their needs. 

Meeting the needs of the child

For each item or service requested it must be clearly demonstrated that it is essential to meet the child’s physical, emotional, educational or social needs. The grant requested must directly benefit the child or young person and should have a significant impact on their development. 

What we can help with

The project will focus on the needs of the child/young person. It will be up to the referrer and the family to identify and prioritise their needs. We can consider a broad range of requests provided it is demonstrated to meet the needs of the child or young person. Some examples include but are not limited to costs associated with:

· Emotional and social needs (e.g. therapy, toys, counselling, school clubs)

· Educational needs (e.g. additional school support, educational equipment, school uniforms, tutoring)

· Physical needs (e.g. children’s beds and bedding, clothing, one off subsistence costs, travel costs)

· Establishing home (e.g. cookers, fridge freezers, washing machines)

· Relocation (e.g. moving costs, storage costs)

We cannot help with

· Legal fees

· Childcare

· Funding that would create long-term dependency or an unsustainable situation for the child or young person.

How to apply

Applications must be completed by an organisation that is supporting the family or young person and is capable of assessing their needs. The referrer should also be able to administer and supervise the grant on our behalf.

We can accept applications from statutory and voluntary organisations which provide services in social care, domestic abuse, family support, housing and healthcare.

· Complete in collaboration with your client

· Submit preferably by email or alternatively by post (online applications to come)

· Buttle UK will contact you within 5 working days of receipt to discuss the details of the application

· We will notify you of the outcome via email or post, regardless of whether or not the application has been successful. 

Administering the grant

If an application is successful, the grant can be distributed in a number of ways including:

· Providing goods direct or payment for services directly to a provider

· Cheques made payable to referring agency to support the applicant in purchasing items/services 

· Smaller grants made payable directly to the client where appropriate, in agreement with Buttle UK and the referring agency 

The total grant can be provided in one instalment or can be released in stages. If released in stages, please note that a senior manager will need to be nominated to supervise this.

Buttle UK has to work within specific criteria however, we also aim to provide a flexible grant programme to assist those most in need. If you are unsure as to whether we will be able to consider your request and you wish to discuss a case prior to making an application please contact us on anchor@buttleuk.org or 0207 828 7311.
Items or Services to Consider

Please find below examples of the kind of items or services that The Anchor Project may help fund. It is important to note that this is not an exhaustive list and it is to be used for guidance only. We ask that you work with the family and the children directly to identify the children’s emotional, physical or developmental needs, and how best to meet them.

Emotional and Social Needs

· Play therapy

· Counselling for the children/young person

· Toys/educational toys

· Activities or Clubs e.g. swimming, martial arts, dancing, football etc.
· Items to personalise their bedroom

· Things to help them integrate into their new community or build new relationships

· Workshops

Educational Needs

· Additional school support

· Tutoring

· Educational equipment e.g. books, stationary, lunchbox

· Uniforms

· School clubs or trips e.g. breakfast or after school clubs

Physical Needs

· Children’s beds and bedding

· Children’s clothing and footwear

· Baby equipment e.g. buggy, highchair, safety gates

· Moving costs

· Storage costs

· Kitchen equipment and appliances

· Household items e.g. lounge and dining room furniture etc.

· Normally resident in the UK with the intention to remain in the country long term

Information that we collect from you or about you

When anyone asks us for a grant we have to collect information about the person for whom an application for a grant is being made and the circumstances surrounding the application that will help us take a decision.
